Chapter Five: General Provisions

The Council member is obligated to maintain the confidentiality of
the data and information s/he sees, not to announce, disclose, nor
exploit it for any purpose whatsoever, even after the termination of
his/her membership, and there should not be a conflict of interest in

his/her opinion.

Everything that is not covered by a special provision in these rules
shall be subject to the Statutes & Regulations of the Council of High-
er Education and Universities and the laws and orders in force in the

Kingdom.

The provisions of these rules shall apply to universities continuing
to adhere to the Statutes & Regulations of the Council of Higher Ed-
ucation and Universities issued by Royal Decree No. (M/8) dated
4/6/1414 AH.

The University Council shall approve the necessary arrangements to

implement these rules.

The Secretary of the Council undertakes the work related to
organizing and documenting meetings, into which include pre-
paring the meeting agenda and topics based on the directives of
the Council President, informing members of meeting dates and
agendas, preparing meeting minutes, formulating recommenda-
tions issued at the meetings, disseminating them to the concerned

authorities and properly archiving them.

Chapter Four: Financial System

The University bears the travel costs, including business class air-
line tickets, accommodation, food, and transportation, for council
members to attend the meetings in the event that the meeting re-

quires personal attendance.

Financial compensation, sourced from the University’s alterna-
tive revenues, shall be paid to the Council President, its Secretary,
and its members, for each meeting attended, in the amount of
(20,000) Saudi Riyals, provided that total compensation does not
exceed (100,000) Saudi Riyals in one fiscal year.

a. The Council shall meet at least once a year, and shall be attended
by more than half of members, provided that the Council Presi-

dent or his representative is among them.

Chapter Three: Tasks and Meetings of the Council

The tasks undertaken by the Council to achieve its goals include:

1. reviewing the University’s strategic plan and delivering opinions
and recommendations regarding it.

2. proposing strategic development initiatives for the University
administratively, academically, and financially.

3. expressing opinion on the strategic partnerships between the
University and educational and production institutions locally,
regionally, and internationally.

4. enhancing aspects of academic, cultural, and technological co-
operation.

5. presenting proposals on diversifying the University’s financial

resources and strengthening its investment portfolio.

The Council is responsible for developing the University in various
academic fields to enhance its status locally, regionally, and interna-
tionally. It is responsible for adding a global and strategic perspective
to its research performance and for contributing to the development
of the University’s academic system. Moreover, it oversees the Uni-
versity’s innovation efforts and the achievement of competitive supe-

riority at the global level.

1. The Council is formed by a decision of the University Council,
and it shall consist of the University President as president and
a minimum of ten and maximum of twenty members, provided
that the number of non-Saudi international members is not less

than (70%).

2. The official approvals and the necessary statutory procedures re-
garding the names of the candidates shall be completed before

being presented to the University Council.

3. The term of the Council President, Secretary, and members is

two years, and it is subjected to renewal.
4. In selecting members, the following shall be taken into account:

a. The members are highly qualified and experienced in their

fields of specialization.
